Source cards simply contain the bibliographical information for each of your sources.  Since you have to have five sources, you’ll have five source cards.  See the handout on the Works Cited page for proper formatting of the source information.

The number in the upper right hand corner is important.  We’ll use that in the note card.

Note Cards

On your note cards, you will write quotes, paraphrases, or particular pieces of information that you plan to use for your paper.  In the upper left hand corner, write a note detailing what subtopic within your topic this piece of information pertains to.  So, for instance, if you were doing a paper on The Old Man and the Sea and how Santiago demonstrates the problem of the individual, one of the things you might write about is Santiago’s loneliness.

On the top right hand side, put the number that corresponds to the source card of the source you’re taking the information from.  So, let’s say you’re taking a quote from The Old Man and the Sea, which I’ve provided a sample source card for.
